Assignment task

You are required to write a report and present on “How accounting functions in real business?” Based on empirical research, you need to go to Bursa Malaysia’s website (https://www.bursamalaysia.com/market_information/equities_prices). Download any TWO (2) of the similar industries companies’ latest annual report and analyse their financial performance. 

Assessment Format

Group Assignment Report: 

Word-processed in Arial 12-point, normal page margin, 1.5 line and paragraph spacing with justify text alignment and page number on printed one sided  

The report should be not more than 3,000 words (Excluding cover sheet, cover page, table of contents, references & appendixes) 

Attach a copy of the report on originality by TURNITIN as evidence of submission. For further explanation, please refer to the instruction for turnitin attached 

The full assignment report must be submitted before 4 p.m. on Monday of Week 14. The deadline must be strictly adhered to. No extension of deadline will be allowed without strong ground

Assessment criteria

Select any TWO (2) companies in the similar industries and analyse their annual reports in the same LATEST year. You may show both companies side by side for better comparison and you just need to study THE GROUP figure. Then, write a simple and precise report setting out the results of your investigation of the business. 

You must CHOOSE which company you want to invest based on your analysis on the annual reports. It is necessary to conduct some self-research and not blindly based on your own replies or textbooks. No marks will be given for the answers obtained without any supporting facts and references.

Identify net sales (revenue) for the latest and comparative years. (1 mark) How much did total revenue increase or decrease from the previous year?    (1 mark)
How much net profit before tax did the companies experience for the latest and comparative years? (1 mark) What is your opinion regarding the companies’ financial performance (improved or diminished)? Briefly explain your answer. (5 marks)
Statement of Financial Position / Balance Sheet (10 marks)

How much cash and bank balances did the companies have in the latest and comparative years? (1 mark)
How much the company’s total assets, liabilities and equity in the latest and comparative years? (1 mark) Write the companies’ accounting equation as at the latest and comparative years. (3 marks)
List down the non-current assets (fixed assets) listed in Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE) owned by the companies. (1 mark) What is the total amount in the latest and comparative years? (1 mark)
List down the current assets of the companies. (1 mark) What is the total amount in the latest and comparative years? (1 mark)
Describe the depreciation method used by the companies (Refer to the notes of the accounts to get the necessary information). (1 mark)

In this section, you need to summarize what you have found in the companies’ annual report based on the above information. You MUST include your own opinion and recommendation about the company.
