ASSIGNMENT I
A.  Instruction to Students
1. This assignment accounts for 35% of the final grade. 
2. This assignment includes a report and a recorded presentation video.
3. This is a take-home (GROUP) assignment for groups consisting of 2-6 members. 
4. Both a soft PDF copy of the assignment report and a recorded presentation video should be submitted via email to st-loh@students.nilai.edu.my no later than 5:00 pm on 16/8/2024 (WEEK 13). 
5. Late submissions will not be accepted.
6. Prior to submission, carefully review all answers and ensure compliance with assignment requirements. Retain adequate hard and soft copies for your own reference.
7. Plagiarism, copying, and collusion are strictly prohibited. Evidence of these practices will result in a FAIL grade for this assignment. Violators will be reported to the examination board and may face disciplinary actions. For clarification on what constitutes plagiarism, copying, or collusion, consult your lecturer. Maximum Turnitin similarity percentage allowed is 20%.

B. Assignment Instructions: Financial Statement Analysis

Financial Statement Analysis aims to evaluate company risk and prospects, with the ultimate goal of providing useful information to investors. 

REQUIRED:
· Assume you are an investor looking to invest in a company. Shortlist TWO companies listed on Bursa Malaysia (Stock Exchange of Malaysia) and compare their performance and growth for the most recent years (2022-2023). Ensure that the two companies are from the same industry for comparison.

· Analyze and compare the financial performance of the chosen companies using relevant accounting ratios for the years 2022-2023. Your analysis should include:

a. Return on capital employed (ROCE) =  	X 100

b. Gross profit margin	=	 	X 100

c. Net profit margin	=	 	X 100

d. Current ratio		=         

e. Quick ratio		=

· Calculate and present the relevant ratios for each company based on their financial statements for the specified period.

· Provide a detailed evaluation and comment of each company's performance and growth, supported by your calculations and analysis.

· In your conclusion, please assume the role of an investor and draw conclusions on whether you would invest in either company based on your analysis. The answer should include comparison of the financial health, risk, and growth prospects of these two companies.


To download annual reports of a company from Bursa Malaysia, you can follow these steps:

Method 1: Visit Bursa Malaysia Website
1. Go to www.bursamalaysia.com
2. Click “company announcements”
3. On the left of webpage Company Announcements
Company: chose your company here. Example: ALLIANCE BANK MALAYSIA BERHAD. 
Category: select “Annual report”.
Then, Click “Search”
4. Under the 'title,' click on 'Annual Report & CG Report - 2023,' then 'save' it to your computer.

Method 2: Go to https://www.malaysiastock.biz/Annual-Report.aspx and download.


Word Limit

Your essay should not exceed 5,000 words. The coursework should be typed in Arial 11pt font and double spaced.

Visual Aids and Appendices

Credit will be given for the appropriate use of visual aids such as diagrams and charts in the essay. Appendices are permitted, with a maximum of three, each limited to one page.

Referencing

Ensure all references are in APA format.

Deadline

Submit the softcopy of the assignment along with the link of recorded presentation video by 5:00 pm on 16/8/2024 (Friday). Email it to st-loh@students.nilai.edu.my ONLY BY THE GROUP LEADER. Marks will be deducted for late submissions. Include a signed Assessed Coursework Coversheet with your submission.

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Application of criteria to coursework

PRESENTATION, CLARITY, USE OF APPROPRIATE APPENDICES, REFERENCING (CRITERIA 1 + 2)
The essays should be well set out as two separate answers, following the standard essay format.  The language should be clear and correct.  Write and rewrite. Write a draft, leave it for a while, ask someone who is not doing the module to read it through just for sense, read it through again yourself and correct it.  This is particularly important if English is not your first language.
A very good answer will have a logical flow and will read elegantly.
Appendices can be used for important information that would break the flow of the argument if included in the text.  Information in chart form and illustrations that will enhance the argument is acceptable in the text.
Referencing, following the Harvard system, is essential.

USE OF LITERATURE/CONCEPTS AND TECHNIQUES INTRODUCED IN THE MODULE/EVIDENCE OF WIDER READING (CRITERION 3)

CRITICAL REASONING/ANALYSIS –  (CRITERIA 4 AND 5)
Arguments taken from reliable sources are coherently applied to the coursework questions.  To do well under these criteria students will have to have the groundwork from wider research.  These criteria look at how well that research is used in answering the questions set.  How well, for instance, does the student apply the theories derived from research to the question asked?  A very good answer would consider two or more different theories comparing and contrasting the interpretations possible under one and the others. A good answer would use one theory but demonstrate understanding of the possibility of other interpretations. A competent answer would use one theory coherently. An insufficient answer would not draw on theory or research.

CONCLUSIONS (CRITERION 6)
The conclusions should flow from the arguments in the essay.  No new ideas should be introduced in the conclusions. The conclusion should pull together the arguments already set out, may be indicating areas for further investigation, questions left unanswered.  It is not necessary to include recommendations (other than avenues for further research in an essay).
